









Ages 15-20, 21-34, 35-49, 50 and over


Cost $20 per TEAM





The track is approximately 240 meters (262.5 yards) in length.  The surface will consist mainly of grass.


The course may have some dry obstacles


The “wife” to be ferried may be your own or a female companion.


Teams must use the official event ferrying devices (wheelbarrows) as provided.  Teams cannot utilize other ferrying devices.


Both team members must be 15 or over


The minimum weight of the wife to be ferried is 29 kilograms (107.8 pounds).  If she is less than the 49 kilograms, the wife will be burdened with such a heavy rucksack that the total weight to be ferried is 49 kilograms.


If the wife touches the ground for any reason, that team will be penalized 10 seconds incident.  Any team that advances on the course while not properly ferried will be disqualified.


The wife (the one being carried) must wear a helmet


Contestants run the race two teams at a time, in heats


Each contestant is responsible for his/her safety and, if deemed necessary, insurance


Event organizers reserve the right to add or amend these rules


Age Categories: Ages 15-20, Ages 21-34, Ages 35-49, Ages 50 and over





Awards: The teams will be competing for various prizes.  First and Second places will receive prizes in each category.





Wife Ferrying Contest Rules











Ages: 15-20, 21-34, 35-49, 50 and over


Cost $20 per TEAM





The track is approximately 240 meters (262.5 yards) in length.  The surface will consist mainly of grass.


The course has at least two dry obstacles (logs and hay bails)


The “wife” to be carried may be your own or a female companion


Both team members must be 15 years or older 


The minimum weight of the wife to be carried is 29 kilograms (107.8 pounds).  If she is less than the 49 kilograms, the wife will be burdened with such a heavy rucksack that the total weight to be carried is 49 kilograms.


If a contestant drops his wife, that team will be penalized 10 seconds per drop.  Any team that advances on the course while not properly mounted will be disqualified.


Any carrying technique that keeps the wife from touching the ground is permissible.  Examples of carrying: Piggyback, Fireman’s Carry (over the shoulder), or Estonian-style (the wife hangs upside down with her legs around the carries shoulders, holding onto his waist or belt).


The only equipment to be allowed is a belt, worn by the carrier


The wife (the one being carried) must wear a helmet


Contestants run the race two teams at a time, in heats.  The two teams with the fastest times will qualify for the winning round.  


Each contestant is responsible for his/her safety and, if deemed necessary, insurance


Event organizers reserve the right to add or amend these rules


Age Categories: Ages 15-20, 21-34, Ages 35-49, Ages 50 and over





Awards: The 21 and over teams will be competing for a grand prize of the “wife’s” weight in beer and cash.  Overall second place receiver will win a various prize.  First and Second places will receive prizes in each category. 





Wife Carrying Contest Rules








Kid’s Duck Carrying Dash Rules











Ages 5-7, 8-12, 13-15


Cost $5 per CHILD





The track is approximately 240 meters (262.5 yards) in length.  The surface will consist mainly of grass.


The obstacle course has two dry obstacles (logs)


The “duck” to be carried will be provided by event organizers


Participants must be between 5-15 years of age


If the duck touches the ground for any reason, the “duck” carrier will be penalized 10 seconds incident.  Any “duck” carrier that advances on the course while the “duck” is not properly carried will be disqualified.


Contestants run the race two teams at a time, in heats


Each contestant is responsible for his/her safety and, if deemed necessary, insurance


Event organizers reserve the right to add or amend these rules


Age Categories: Ages 5-7, Ages 8-11, Ages 12-15





Awards: Individuals will be competing for two prizes per age category.
